What We Did This Month
Tees: Aerated and mowed weekly — in good condition.
Fairways: Debris blown off, herbicide applied, mowed weekly — in good condition.
Greens: Aerated, rolled, and perimeter edged. Fungicide, foliage fertiliser, liquid fish, kelp, and herbicide all applied. Cut to 3.25mm, six times per week.
Surrounds: In good condition.
Roughs: Cut on an as-needed basis, herbicide applied for weed control.
Bunkers: Edges trimmed and cleaned out, faces spot sprayed for weeds, faces groomed and bunkers raked.
Course Improvement Works
The team has been progressing several improvement projects this month:
1. 4th tee retaining wall — work in progress.
1. 14th hole — last mound ready and prepped for new turf.
1. New 150m markers built and installed on course.
Plans for June
In addition to regular mowing, rolling, spraying, fertilising, and course set-up, the team will be carrying out:
1. Greens aeration
1. Bunker raking and maintenance
1. Irrigation repairs and irrigation audit
1. Weed management, mulching, and garden maintenance
